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On Saturday, April 23, 2011, the EBC Missionary Ministry hosted a workshop, 
“What Does Missions Mean to You?”  The Workshop was facilitated by Rev. Emma Valentine, Associate 
Minister of the First Baptist Church of Vienna; Sis. Shirley T. McCoy, disciple of First Baptist Church of Vi-
enna and former president of the Christian Education Council. Sis. McCoy is currently the principal of the 
Shrevewood Elementary School in Fairfax County, VA; and Sis. Rosette T. Graham, president of the 
Women’s Ministry of the Baptist General Convention of VA.  The workshop was attended by 25 missionaries, 
representing 7 churches within Area D, District 1.   
 
The opening session was conducted by Rev. Valentine. Presentation and discussion pertained to individual 
perception of what missions work is and how to go about it within our churches, our communities and our eve-
ryday lives. 
 
Mid-morning the attendees went into a breakout session and the mission was to put together a Recipe for the 
Mission Field. Attendees were divided into four groups to put together the right ingredients for a Biblical basis 
of missions work. Consensus for the four groups was that ingredients should include: Prayer without Ceas-
ing; Love & Compassion;  Grace & Mercy; Understanding & Patience; and Staying Focus – not about 
you but about God. 
 
The breakout session ended with a circle of prayer. Attendees offered prayers of thanksgiving for the gather-
ing, the day, church, community and family.  Workshop closed with a presentation by Sis. Rosette Graham.  
Sis. Graham focused on the total goal of missions in the church. Missions can and should take place in all as-
pects of the church, in preaching the word, through worship, teaching, fellowship and service. The supreme 
reason for the church’s existence is to assist people in knowing Jesus Christ as our Lord and Savior, thereby 
coming to know and understanding God. Sis. Graham also touched on the kinds of missions: Action, Personal 
Witnessing, Direct and Representative. Lastly, Sis. Graham stated that for missions to be successful you must 
have a plan: 

· Discover Need 
· Select Specific Areas for Goal Development 
· Develop a Plan of Action 
· Evaluation Completed Tasks 
· Determine Your Next Step 

 
 
Will you join us in our Mission to reach disciples everywhere? Bring your ideas and a willing spirit. The Min-
istry meets on the first Monday at 6:00 p.m. of every month. If you have a concern that might be holding you 
back, take a moment and speak with one of the missionaries.  We pray that you will have the desire to help 
someone somewhere who is in need of God’s service.

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WORSHIP ETIQUETTE 
Worship Don’ts 
 

Don’t arrive LATE for church.  There is nothing more respectful to 
God and your fellow worshipers than to chronically arrive late.   
Habitual tardiness is a sign that God is NOT first in your life. 
Don’t stay home because your favorite choir is not singing or your 
pastor is not preaching. 
Don’t use inappropriate language in the church building. 
Don’t exit during announcements or the offering to make phone calls; in 
fact, turn your phone off during worship, unless you expect a call from 
God. 
Don’t walk during prayer, or the reading of scripture, EVER!  Prayer is the act of speaking to God; 
scripture is God speaking to us.  It’s rude to walk away when someone is petitioning God on your 
behalf, or God is speaking to you. 
Don’t walk across the front of the pulpit during service. 
Don’t lay or place anything on the communion table. 
Don’t bring food and beverages into the sanctuary. 
Don’t chew gum in the church.  It does not come out of seat cushions or carpet. 
Don’t run or have loud conversations in the sanctuary.  That includes choir rehearsal, meetings, and 
in the moments immediately preceding and following worship.  The sanctuary is God’s house 
24/7/365.  Reverence His house. 
Don’t sit at the end of a pew and refuse to move in when someone wants to sit in your row.  There 
are no permanent seat assignments. 
Don’t forget to mediate on God before the worship service starts.  Enter reverently and quietly, take 
your seat, speak softly to those in your area offering a Christian greeting.   
Don’t expect more than you are willing to give.  God cannot bless the worship experience with His 
presence if you refuse to let Him inside YOU. 
Don’t text during service.  And don’t let your children take their cell phones to church.  They will 
spend all their time texting. 
Don’t ask to speak to the pastor about a problem BEFORE worship.  And don’t pass notes to the 
pastor in the pulpit.  He is preparing to deliver God’s Word! 
Don’t leave your program in the pew when worship service is over. 
Don’t leave before the benediction. 
 
These DON’TS are common sense ways that we express our reverence to God. 
from God.  Parents simply need to be parents, using good judgment and discipline with little ones. 
There is no greater expression of reverence for God than to respect His house, and be humble in His 
presence.  Psalm 89:7 says “God is greatly to be feared in the assembly of the saints, And to be held 
in reverence of all those around him”.

Worship Do’s 
 
Do participate enthusiastically in the songs and prayers, follow the readings and listen attentively to 
the sermon. 
Do teach your child when to sit, stand, pray and sing.  Parent should help their children to follow the 
program, and learn the words of the church hymns. 
Do give your tithes and offering cheerfully, not grudgingly or of necessity (2 Corinthians 9:7). 
Do attend church regularly.  Leviticus 19:30 says “Ye shall keep my Sabbaths and reverence my 
sanctuary I am the Lord”.  Hebrews 10:25 warns us not to forsake “the assembling of ourselves 
together”. 
Do expect young children to cry on occasion. And don’t make a federal case out of it.  A parent will 
remove his child from the sanctuary if it becomes necessary.  Remember that Jesus loves and 
welcomes children. 
Do supervise your children; distracting behaviors like playing with toys, kicking the pews, and 
talking are a distraction to worshippers around you, as well as to the pastor who is trying to deliver an 
important message from God.  Parents simply need to be parents, using good judgment and discipline 
with little ones.
