What is Heat Stroke? - Heat stroke is the most severe form of heat related illness. Heat stroke is severe injury from high 
body temperatures that causes damage to many organs, particularly the central nervous system, which include the brain 
and spinal cord. Heat stroke is a life-threatening emergency. Without proper care, heat stroke victims will most likely die.  
People with heat stroke are dehydrated and require rehydration. The very young and old are very susceptible to the 
hazards of heat stroke. Types of Heat Strokes - There are two main types of heat stroke: external and classic.  External
heat stroke - People who have external heat stroke are usually people who are exercising in excessively warm 
conditions. Their bodies cannot manage the stress of the physical activity and the hot environment together. Classic  heat 
stroke  - People with classic heat stroke are usually elderly, very young (infants and toddlers) or debilitated people who 
are in warm environments for too long. The elderly are especially vulnerable to the heat. Elderly people are more 
vulnerable to the heat because as the body ages, it is less able to handle heat and cool itself off. 

What are the Symptoms of Heat Stroke? - Some of the most common symptoms are: red, flushed skin, fever (body 
temperature of 106-degrees or higher), seizures, headache, rapid pulse and unconsciousness. What causes a Heat 
Stroke? - Some of the most common causes of heat stroke are: high temperatures, lack of body fluids and overexposure 
to the elements. Heat Stroke does not have to be caused by exercise or exertion. What happens during a Heat Stroke? 
- During a heat stroke, your body is unable to properly cool itself. When it is unable to cool itself, the core body 
temperature rises rapidly.When the core temperature rises, the brain begins to fail. (The brain can only function in a very 
narrow temperature range). As the brain overheats, the individual will become disoriented, combative, argumentative and 
may hallucinate. 

How is a Heat Stroke Treated? - The main focus of treatment is to lower the body temperature. Different techniques can 
be used. Can a Heat Stroke be Prevented? Heat stroke, like all heat-related illnesses, is preventable. Some of the ways 
to prevent heat stroke is stay well hydrated, wear cool clothes, and keep cool.

S P R E A D I N G  T H E  G O O D  N E W S  

Ernie Barnes (1938-2009) Born on July 15, 1938, in Durham, North Carolina, Barnes 
took up track and field and football in high school and played football at North Carolina 
Central University on an athletic scholarship.  He went on to play offensive guard for five 
seasons in the American Football League and was designated the “Official Artist of the 
American Football League”.  In 1965, New York Jets owner Sonny Werblin recognized 
Barnes’ artistic potential and replaced his football salary for one season so he could 
devote himself “to just paint”. One year later, Barnes made his debut in a critically 
acclaimed solo exhibition at Grand Central Art Galleries in Manhattan and retired from 

football. His autobiography, From Pads to Palette, chronicles his transition from athlete to artist. 
Barnes’ artwork is characterized by elongated figures, usually in motion. His famous “Sugar Shack” dance 
scene appeared on the cover of Marvin Gaye’s I Want You in 1976 and the closing credits of the Good Times
television show.

Aaron Douglas (1899 – 1979) was an African American painter and a major figure 
in the Harlem Renaissance.  He was born on May 26, 1899, in Topeka, Kansas, to 
Aaron and Elizabeth Douglas. He developed an interest in art during his childhood 
and was encouraged in his pursuits by his mother. A native of Topeka, Kansas, 
Douglas graduated from Topeka High School in 1917. He received his B.A. degree 
from the University of Nebraska-Lincoln in 1922. In 1925, Douglas moved to New 
York City, settling in Harlem. Just a few months after his arrival he began to 
produce illustrations for both The Crisis andOpportunity, the two most important 
magazines associated with the Harlem Renaissance. He also began studying with 
Winold Reiss, a German artist who had been hired by Alain Locke to illustrate The
New Negro. Reiss's teaching helped Douglas develop the modernist style he would 
employ for the next decade. Douglas’s engagement with African and Egyptian 
design brought him to the attention of W.E.B. DuBois and Alain Locke, who were 
pressing for young African American artists to express their African heritage and 

African American folk culture in their art. 

Beginning in the 1920s, Douglas's illustrations appeared in books by James Weldon Johnson, Countee Cullen, 
Alain Locke, and other prominent black writers, activists, and intellectuals. They were also featured in such 
magazines as the Crisis, Opportunity, Harper's, and Vanity Fair. From the late twenties through the forties, his 
art was shown across the United States at universities, galleries, hotels, and museums, including the Harmon 
Foundation in New York, the Museum of Fine Arts in Dallas, Howard University's Gallery of Art, the 
Brooklyn Museum, and New York's Gallery of Modern Art. In addition, selected works by Douglas were 
assembled for a landmark traveling show of Harlem Renaissance artworks sponsored by the Studio Museum 
in Harlem in 1988. According to Driskell in an essay for Harlem Renaissance Art of Black America, "It was 
Douglas's own strength of character and inventive artistry that enabled him to have a lasting impact on the 
future course of black expression in art."
