FROM THE MISSIONARY MINISTRY 
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Why Are We Still Only Giving God $1 
 

Everybody else around us have gotten a raise, but GOD.  When it comes to Sunday morning, God is still getting a dollar 
from our purses or wallets.  I’m not talking about a child who gives a dollar.  I’m talking about working or retired 
individuals when checking out the contents of their purse or wallet and discover – one $20 bill, one $10 bill, one $5 bill 
and one $1 bill in it, they pull out the dollar, fold it up and place it in the plate, not knowing that someone saw the whole 
process. 
 
Let me make my case clear, I realize I am not speaking about every citizen in the state of Virginia or the city of 
Petersburg, I am talking about those individuals who place a dollar in the collection plate on Sunday mornings.  We all 
have seen them in church, dressed in their finery, looking like a million dollars and when the plate is passed, you see 
them covering up that dollar to place in the plate. 
 
Maybe they don’t believe the money is for God, which is why they only give $1.  They could be thinking it is for the 
church or the pastor.  You tell me you cone into the church and the lights are on, air condition is blowing or the heat is 
on and you’re sitting in that comfortable pew and you still only give a dollar. 
Wake up people, it costs you over $2 to ride the bus and for sure it cost you more than $1 for the gas used to bring you 
to the church.  Are you trying to tell me that God is not worth the 10 percent that is spoken of in Genesis?  If I were 
God, I would charge you for each breath you take, and for sure it would be more than a dollar and you would pay me for 
it.  How I know, you pay everyone else and it costs you more than a dollar, even for those clothes you have on your 
back. 
 
Let’s take it a step further.  Ask yourself how many children you know that would think you were crazy if you tried to 
give them an allowance of a dollar?  I’m staying 25, and can remember if you went to the store for someone you got 10 
cents.  Today if you ask someone to go to the store for you (they might tell you NO), of if you ask them to take you to 
the sore they may charge you for the gas if nothing else.  Then again, you may insist they take something and they 
refuse, so you put $5 or more in their ashtray.  Yet you give God only $1. 
 
Now let’s think about you going out to eat alone or with friends.  Your meal will cost you at least $10, you take out your 
“tip table” from your purse and leave the suggested 15 percent tip which $1.50. My point is we have to change our mind 
set when it comes to giving to God.  Consider this, if you woke up this morning, were able to put on your clothes, and to 
eat your breakfast, don’t you realize those were blessings from God?  His grace and mercy, surely they are worth more 
than a dollar. 
 
Next time you go into your church or any church, when you open your purse or wallet 
and see the $1, $5, $10 or $20 bill, give the $5 to thank Him for allowing you to be in 
the church. 
 
In changing your mind set, it starts with understanding what is written about the 
cheerful giver in 2 Cor. 9:6-7; the widow’s mite in Luke 21:1-4; more blessed to give in 
Acts 20:35 and let’s not forget Luke 12:16-21, regarding the man saving it all up and 
building a bigger barn.  Be thankful!  Give God a Raise, I know He deserves it.
